Description. Male(Holotyps): Carapace slightly longer than the width in the
ratio 100 : 91 : coloration and pattern similar to P. crypticolens. Eve ratio, AME
<PME<ALE=PLE(12: 14: 15 : 15). Eye row index 93. Both eyes row recurved
respectively. Anterior median eyes separated from each other by one-sixth of
their diameter, from lateral eyes by 0.4 times their diameter. Posterior median
eyes separated by 1.4 times their diameter, from lateral eyes by one-seventh their
diameter. Median ccular quadrangle wider behind than in front, in the ratio 42:24,
and wider than the length in the ratio 42 : 28. Clypeus 4.8 times the diameter of
anterior median eye. Cheliceraec brown, armed with tooth like projection as
shown in fig. 51. Endite, labium and sternum yellow-brown, the latter with
dark pattern. Endites contact at the front of labium. Endite index 32. Legs
brown in ground color, with faint yellow annulation on the femora and tibiae.
Leg formula 1,2,4,3; leg formular index 100 : 64 : 44 : 59. Leg I/C 28.14. Femur
I/C 7.15. Abdomen cylindrical, the length is 2.4 times the width (abdominal
index 42); pale-yellowish gray with brownish gray pattern.

Male palp: The uncus serrated leaf shape. Embolus brownish yellow, the tip
hairy. Prokursus as shown in figs. 47 & 48. Trochanter of male palp as shown
in fig. 50., with a long bristle. .

Female(Allotype): Carapace index 96; coloration and pattern are same as the
male. Eye ratio, AME<PME<ALE=PLE(10:12: 14 : 14). Eyes of anterior row
equidistantly by one-fifth the diameter of anterior median eye. Posterior median
eyes separated from each other by 1.25 times their diameter, from laterzl eyes
by one-sixth their diameter. Epigynum glossy light brown, the structure as
shown in fig. 52.

Diagnosis. Present species has a resemblance to P. crypticolens having a
complicated pattern on the carapace. However, it clearly differs from the latter
for the structure of palpal organ, epigynum and genitalia. Present species is
easily distinguishable for the structure of palpal organ, epigynum and genitalia
from all other species belonging to the genus which has complicated pattern
on the carapace.
